Session 5

How to Keep the Fire Burning
1. Feed the fire fuel – God’s word.

2. Don’t judge the work of God in your life by how you feel tomorrow. 

3. Don’t isolate yourself. 

4. If it is the work of God it will not burn out. 
Romans 5:1- 

Justified (just as if I never sinned) 

Taking your sin account and wiping it clean.

We are born sinners.  We sin as children. 

Blank = very bad word

Some people think if you do enough good things it wipes out the bad things. 

Have I done enough good things to wipe out the bad things? 
I justified myself!? 

Romans 3:20 

“Therefore no one will be justified in my sight by observing the law…” 

How are we justified? 

Romans 5:9 

“Since we have now been justified by his blood…”  Jesus’ blood was the only thing that could justify my sin.  

Romans 5:1 

“Justified through faith…” 

We are justified by Jesus’ blood THROUGH faith.  

You have to put your faith in Jesus’ blood…you have to believe it. 

You have to put on the tie.  

You have to put your faith on Jesus.  You have to put on the gift. 

Since we have been justified through faith, we have faith in God!  

If you have not chosen God as your savior his anger will be on you.  

Psalm 139 – God knows your thoughts before you think them. 

Dear Father in Heaven, 

I come to you tonight with my sin. I am a great sinner.  I deserve your anger.  I deserve to go to hell.  I don’t want to go to hell.  I was to have a relationship with you.  I want to love you.  I want to live for you. 

I confess that I am a sinner.  I would ask you to wash my sin as white as snow.  I put my faith in Jesus.  I no longer trust my own work…I trust the work that Jesus did for me.  I believe in that to save me from my sin.  Thank you for saving me and making me a child of God.  I want to live forever.  I want to live a passionate and dangerous life.
